
North Light Art School
North Light Art School is an educational aspect of the North Light Art Gallery
and has been established for over ten years.  In January 2007 the art school
relocated into the gallery area and is now at ground level for easy access.
Visitors are welcome to observe classes in progress and to see finished work
which is always on display.

Art classes
The only requirement needed to attend one of our classes is the desire to draw
and paint!  Total beginners are welcome, as are the more experienced who
may need inspiration and ideas or who would like to work in the company of
others.

Initially we would discuss the type of class which would be most suitable for
you and the materials that you would need.  Advice is always available.

Techniques are taught in most mediums and work is usually project based.
All the stages of working are taught, from an initial theme to a finished piece
of artwork.  Tutors may demonstrate techniques, which are then practised by
students.  Exhibitions of paintings and drawings done by students in the art
school are held regularly.

Classes are friendly and relaxed.  We have no formal break times but students
are able to make tea or coffee whenever they wish.  We also have a library of
art books which may be borrowed.

Classes are presently run on Tuesdays, Wednesdays, Thursdays and Saturdays.
 Our programme is constantly being added to, such as holiday workshops and
other courses for all ages.  Please enquire.

Facilities:
The art school has a large workspace well equipped with easels, desks, tables
and drawing boards.  A second room has comfortable seating, coffee tables
and storage space.  Good light is provided by spotlights, daylight strip lighting
and the half glass roof.  Underfloor heating keeps the art school at a pleasant,
even temperature.  Paper and some materials are available to buy.

Val Mitchell, North Light Art School co-ordinator and tutor, has worked in art
education for other thirty years and is an exhibiting artist.

Andrew Jenkin is a local watercolour artist who teaches traditional watercolour
at North Light Art School. Andrew also exhibits and much of his work is published.
